HOW TO APPLY

Bring proof of residency to:
• The Headquarters Library
• Any Bookmobile Stop

Provide proof of residency (both are 
required):
• Picture ID
• Current bill with Address

The Bookmobile is open to anyone 
residing in Sevier, Piute, and Wayne 
Counties. The Bookmobile also 
serves Antimony (Garfield County).

Check out 40 items per card, 5 
of these can be DVDs.
• 18 or older to check out DVDs.
• All items check out for 14 days.
• 3 renewals per item, unless the 

item has a hold.

Library Cardholder 
Responsibilities

Cardholders agree to the following 
responsibilities upon obtaining a
library card:
• Cards are non-transferrable & may 

only be used by the person named 
on cardholder’s registration.

• All materials must be checked 
checked out on a library card.

• All losses and/or damages to 
library materials are cardholder’s 
responsibility.

• Prompt payment of any charges 
incurred.

• Prompt notification of any change 
in contact information.

• Immediate notification of lost or 
stolen library card.
